1. Students can identify 18 Spanish-speaking countries in the world. 

2. Students will be familiar with the cultural concepts of job customs, common sports, Hispanic artists and famous art pieces, different accents in respective countries, specifically Colombia, Spain and Panama, as well as family and school traditions and customs. 

3. Students will be able to accurately recall vocabulary covering a wide-range of expanded words including on-the-job, entertainment, travel, community, finances and education, art, and current events. 

4. Students will able to conjugate and accurately translate in all six conjugations the preterit, imperfect, future, and conditional tenses. 
5. Students will able to conjugate and accurately translate in all six conjugations all tenses of the subjunctive mood, including present, past, present perfect, and pluperfect tenses. 

6. Students will able to conjugate and accurately translate in all six conjugations all tenses of the perfect mood, including present, pluperfect, conditional perfect, and future perfect. 

7. Students will be able to conjugate and accurately use the passive voice and understand its situational uses versus the impersonal “se”.  

8. Students will be able to discuss and accurately use masculine and feminine adjectives, and agrees those accordingly with their noun counterparts in any situation. 

9. Students will be able to accurately communicate and listen in a conversational manner on a variety of authentic topics and prompts, mastering the move between multiple tenses and moods within contexts.
