August 2016 (2 weeks)
Preliminary Chapter: A Busy Life
Essential Questions:  

· Can students talk about and describe themselves and their friends using gustar and comparisons?
· Do students recall how to conjugate all forms of the present tense correctly?

· Do students recognize the differences between saber / conocer and ser / estar?

· Can students describe their daily routine using reflexive verbs and their pronouns correctly?

August 2016 – September 2016 (4 weeks)
Chapter 1: Mexico, Spending time outdoors
Essential Questions:  

· Can students discuss their hobbies and likes/dislikes of spending time in outdoor activities?
· Can students describe their distant family relatives accurately?

· Can students recall the correct conjugations of both regular and irregular preterit forms?

· Are students able to conjugate regular and irregular imperfect verbs?

· Can students recognize and recall the differences in usage of the preterit and the imperfect and then use them correctly in sentence format?

Chapter 3: Central America, The future of our planet!
Essential Questions:  

· Can students discuss important environment concerns, problems, or modes of conservation?

· Are students socially aware of current latino themes, and can then present their opinions on the subject?

· Can students correctly spell and form both the regular and irregular future verbs?

· Are students able to correctly use por or para and can recognize when to use each one?

· Do students recall the conjugations of both regular and irregular subjunctive forms?

November 2016 (4 weeks – Includes 1   ½ week Thanksgiving Break) 
Chapter 4: The Caribbean, What I want to be
Essential Questions:  

· Can students describe who inspires them and give reasons why?

· Can students express their positive or negative emotions with correct verb conjugation forms?

· Are students able to recognize which phrases of emotion, doubt, influence, or hope will be followed by subjunctive?

· Can students recall in order to form the subjunctive correctly?

December 2016 – January 2017 (4 weeks; 2 in December, 2 in January)

Chapter 5: The Andean Countries, How do you stay entertained?
Essential Questions:  

· What are the Andean countries and what makes them unique?

· Can students accurately expand their use of the subjunctive to include both conjunctions between phrases?

· Can students accurately expand their use of the subjunctive to include unknown elements of a sentence?

· Are students able to understand and correctly conjugate the conditional tense?

January 2017 – February 2017 (4 weeks)
Novel Reading: La Casa en Mango Street (Sandra Cisneros)
Essential Questions:  

· Are students able to comprehend a classic Spanish novel and pull in-depth analytical information from it about the history, culture and lives of the Spaniards?

· Are students able to pull apart unknown grammar based on context and prior knowledge?
· Are students able to read with ease and fluency, even when vocabulary is difficult?
· Can students recognize what the author’s view and opinions are about the Spanish culture based on the reading of the novel?

February 2017 – March 2017 (4 weeks)  
* Taught in Conjunction with La Casa en Mango Street
Chapter 6: Spain, Where do we live?
Essential Questions:  

· Are students aware of some of Spain’s more common cities and what they have to offer?

· Can students get around a city conversationally, including buying tickets for a plane or train?

· Can students read a map in Spanish and understand the differences in streets and legends?

· Can students form regular past participles and recognize the irregulars?

· Are students able to understand use and conjugate correctly the present perfect tense?

· Are students able to understand use and conjugate correctly the past perfect tense?

· Are students able to understand use and conjugate correctly the future perfect tense?

April 2017 (4 weeks)
Chapter 7: Colombia and Venzuela, Your past and future
Essential Questions:  

· Are students able to describe some of the unique features, both culturally and geographically, of Colombia and Venezuela?

· Can students correctly form the imperfect subjunctive and recognize when to use it in a sentence?

· Can students form the subjunctive of both the present and past perfect tenses and recognize when to use them?

· Can students use the different forms of the si clauses correctly and with the correct tenses while also comprehending the meaning?
May 2017 (Last 3 weeks)
**Final Project: 

Objective: Research and present a topic from a Spanish speaking country that is current in the news. Use real images and articles as evidence and within presentation. Students may choose whatever interests them. Filmed and edited to present to class. 
Activities: Students work in groups of 4 to create. All in Spanish.
